One need not be dying to receive this sacramehé sdcrament is often given before surgery ordareshealing
that is needed.

Annulment — A declaration by the Church that a marriage is antl void, that is, it never existed. Catholicowh
divorce must also have the marriage annulled byCtigrch to be free to marry again in the Church.

Apostles —Those specially chosen by Jesus to preach the Garsgp¢éo whom he entrusted responsibility for
guiding the early Church.

Apostolic —The entire community of Christians received the gtfgs’ proclamation of the Gospel, and so the
Church in her entirety is called “apostolic.” Thauech will always remain faithful to the teachirafghe Apostles.

Apostle’s Creed —A statement of the Christian faith, developed i dfarly centuries of the Church and used in the
Sacrament of Baptism. It expresses the faith pldsen to us from the Apostles.

Ascension -The “going up” into heaven of the risen Christ jottays after his Resurrection.

Assumption - Mary was taken into heaven, body and soul, whereaghly life ended.

Baptism —The first of the seven sacraments, by which om®ines a member of the Church, is freed from all si
and endowed with the gift of divine life; the first the three Sacraments of Christian Initiatidne others being

Confirmation and Eucharist.

Beatitudes —The teachings of Jesus during the Sermon on thenMehich describe fundamental actions, attitudes
and virtues for living as a Christian and a diszipf Jesus.

Benediction —Another name for a blessing prayer. For Catholiaspre often refers to the prayer in which the
Blessed Sacrament is used to bless the people.

Catechesis The process of education and formation of Christiafrall ages, by which they are taught the
essentials of Christian doctrine and are formedissples of Jesus. Those who serve as ministeratechesis are
called catechists.

Catechumenate An extended period of preparation by which persamasprepared for full initiation into the
Church. Ritual, prayer, instruction, spiritual andral support by the parish community are pathisf process
used for adult converts to Catholicism.

Catholic — The word means “universal.” The Catholic Church Inaed and continues to live in a diversity of
cultures and languages because she is led by thed3Christ to bring the Gospel to all peoples.

Chalice —A cup that holds the wine. Formerly, it was maflprecious metals like gold or at least gold-plated
inside. Since Vatican Il, the chalice can be a-porous material of suitable dignity. It is consged with holy
chrism by a bishop; also consecrated by use (cowitit Christ’s blood). Eight inches is the tragiital and
common height.

Common Good —Concern for the well-being of all people. The sbconditions which allow people, either as
groups or as individuals, to reach their fulfillmenore fully and more easily.

Communion of Saints —The spiritual union of all those who believe in 8hand have been redeemed, including
those living and those who have died and are ireejpurgatory or heaven.

Confession -Telling one’s sins to a priest. It is an esserglament of the Sacrament of Penance and
Reconciliation.

Confirmation — This is a Sacrament of Christian Initiation in whitie bishop or a delegated priest confers
Confirmation through the anointing with chrism de trecipient’s forehead, which is done by the lgyin of hands
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while saying, “Be sealed with the gift of the H@pirit.” Confirmation completes the grace of Baptiby a special
outpouring of the gifts of the Holy Spirit, whickals and confirms the baptized person’s union ®hhst and calls
that person to active participation in the lifetioé Church.

Contrition is a necessary part of the SacrameRenfance and Reconciliation.

Covenant —A solemn agreement, a promise of love and partigretade between people or between God and a
person or persons. In the Old Testament, God legiald covenants with Noah, Abraham and Moses. prbphets
prepared people for the new and eternal covengatbleshed by Jesus Christ. Marriage is a coveoflifie and

love.

Conversion -A change of heart; turning away from sin and tow@ntl.
Creed —This term comes from the Latin wocdedg meaning “I believe.” It is used to refer to atetnent of
belief. It is an official profession of faith, ually prepared and presented by a council of ther€hand used in the

Church’s liturgy. The two most familiar Catholiceeds are the Apostles’ Creed and the Nicene Creed.

Cross —The instrument of execution on which Christ diedymbol of the unique sacrifice of Jesus as a nadia
between God and man.

Crucifix — A cross bearing the figure of the crucified Chsirpus).

Deacon; Diaconate -The third degree or level of the Sacrament of Hoitglers, after that of bishop and priest.
Deacons are ordained to assist priests and bish@pgariety of ministries. Some are ordained dea@s one stage
of their preparation for eventual priesthood. @h#o not seek priesthood but commit to lifelongistry to the
Church. The latter are known as permanent deacons.

Demon-— A fallen angel who has turned from God and tegdis reign.

Deposit of Faith —The heritage of faith contained in Sacred Scripauré Tradition, handed on in the Church from
the time of the Apostles, from which the Magistaridraws all that it proposes for belief as beingrdily revealed.

Diocese -The people within a geographic area led by a bistgmetimes a diocese can be determined on the
basis of language or culture.

Disciple —A follower of Jesus. Based on the word for “pupit’“student”. It is used to designate those who
learned from and followed Jesus in the New Testarti@ies (disciples) and those who commit themsetodsllow
him today.

Easter —The day on which Christians celebrate Jesus’ Restion from the dead; considered the climax of the
Church’s liturgical year.

Ecumenism —The movement to restore unity among the Christihar€hes and, ultimately, of all humans
throughout the world.

Efficacious —The power something holds to cause a desired effdué Sacraments are efficacious in bringing
about the spiritual reality they signify.

Episcopacy -The office of the bishop.
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Epistles —There are twenty-one letters, written by Paul aheoearly Church leaders, that give teachings and
guidance to individuals and the first Christian @ies. These letters in the New Testament indRmlmans
through Jude.

Eucharist — Also called the Mass or Lord’s Supper, and based word for “thanksgiving,” the central Christian
liturgical celebration established by Jesus al tiet Supper. In the Eucharist, the sacrificialtdeand Resurrection
of Jesus is both remembered (“Do this in memomnef) and renewed (“This is my body, given for yauThe
Sunday celebration of the Eucharist is considenecheart of the Church’s life and worship, andipiation in it is
expected of all Catholics who have the age andtybil do so.

Eucharist is the third Sacrament of Christian &titin in which one receives the Body and Bloodesius.

Euthanasia —An action, or lack of action, that deliberately sasi the death of a handicapped, sick or dying perso
Some people attempt to justify it as an act of mantended to relieve suffering, but the Catholltu@h rejects
that position and considers euthanasia a violaifdhe Fifth Commandment against killing.

Evangelization —Sharing the “Good News” of the Gospel of JesusEhwith others through word and witness.

Examination of Conscience Prayerful reflection on one’s own words, attitudesl actions in the light of the
Gospel of Jesus; evaluation of one’s life in pragian for the reception of the Sacrament of Penamnce
Reconciliation.

Exorcism — A public and authoritative act of the Churchvtyich a person, in the name of Jesus Christ, itepted
or liberated from the power of the devil. Minor egsisms are simple prayers (used as part of thedRiBaptism)
which ask God to overcome Satan and the poweribf ev

Faith — The belief in the existence of God; the gift of Gndwhich one freely accepts God'’s full Revelatinn
Jesus Christ. It involves the head and heart,miccethe Church’s teachings and loving God andimedr. Faith is
one of the theological virtues.

Fruits of the Holy Spirit — The characteristics and qualities of those whonatltemselves to be guided by the
Holy Spirit. They are listed in Paul’s letter teetGalatians 5:22-23: love, joy, peace, patienicelness, goodness,
generosity, gentleness, faithfulness, modesty;caaifrol and chastity.

Gentile —In the Old and New Testament, the term used toribesthe nations distinguished from the Jewish
people.

Genuflect —A liturgical posture where one kneels on one kreea sign of reverence for the Blessed Sacrament.

Gifts of the Holy Spirit — Special gifts given to us by the Holy Spirit tofheis respond to God'’s call to holiness.
The traditional list of these gifts is derived fragaiah 11:1-3: wisdom, understanding, knowledgensel,
fortitude, reverence (piety) and wonder and aw@aa’s presence (fear of the Lord).

Gospel —The “good news” of God’s mercy and love revealethmlife, death and resurrection of Jesus. his t
Gospelor good news that all disciples are to proclairtheentire world. It also refers to the four bookshe New
Testament that focus on the person, life, teachiteath and Resurrection of Jesus. The four Gespelthe books
written by the evangelists Matthew, Mark, Luke dathn.

Grace —The free and undeserved gift of God’s loving aniivagresence in the universe and in our lives liedps
us to respond to our vocation to become his adogiiad and daughters.

Heaven —A state of eternal life and union with God, in winigne experiences full happiness and the satiefaofi
the deepest human longings.

Hell — The permanent separation from God, reserved faretmdo freely and consciously choose to reject 6od
the very end of their lives.
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Holiness —A state of goodness in which a person, with the b&lGod’s grace, the action of the Holy Spirit and
life of prayer and service is freed from sin and.e8uch a person must still resist temptatioperg of sins that
may be committed and realize that remaining hobylifelong journey with many spiritual and morakdlenges.

Holy Days of Obligation —Feast days in the liturgical year on which, in éiddito Sundays, Catholics have an
obligation (duty) to participate in the Eucharist. the United States, these days are: Mary Math&od (January
1); Ascension (forty days after Easter or the folltg Sunday); Assumption of Mary (August 15); AHiSts Day
(November 1); Immaculate Conception of Mary (Decent); Nativity of our Lord or Christmas (Decem/2&).

Holy Oils — Used in the sacraments which impart a sacrameméahcter (Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders),
in the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick amthie blessing of various objects.

Holy Orders; Ordination — The sacrament by which members of the Church ataimed for permanent ministry
within the Church as bishops, priests or deacdisough this sacrament, the mission entrusted bisCto the
Apostles continues to be exercised in the Chuiidiis sacrament confers a permanent mark or charactéie one
who receives it.

Holy Trinity — The central Christian mystery and dogma that tieeome God in three persons: Father, Son and
Holy Spirit.

Hope —The theological virtue by which we trust in the mises of God and expect from God both eternakilifé
the grace we need to attain it.

Immaculate Conception —The Catholic dogma that the Blessed Virgin Mary fvase from sin from the first
moment of her conception.

Incarnation — The mystery by which the Son of God became margdime flesh” in the womb of the Virgin Mary.

Incense —Frankincense is the main ingredient in the incerssal in today’s liturgies. Veneration is shown by
incensing the altar, the Book of the Gospels, ifie gf bread and wine, the assembly and/or theylmddhe
deceased during the funeral.

Indelible Character (Sacramental Character) -An indelible spiritual mark that is sealed by thelyHSpirit; the
permanent effect of the Sacrament of Baptism, Cawfion and Holy Orders. The reception of theser&aents is
never repeated.

Indulgence— The removal of the temporal punishment duertagiich has already been forgiven. Indulgences may
be obtained under certain circumstances preschipe¢de Church. Partial indulgences remove parheftemporal
punishment due to sin; a plenary indulgence remaitex it.

Intercession —A prayer offered on behalf of another person ougro

Justification — The term used to refer to the action of God by Whie are freed from our sins, sanctified and
renewed by the grace of God.

Kingdom of God —The reign or rule of God over the hearts of pedipde leads to a community of justice, peace,
mercy and love, the seed of which is the Churckanth, and the fulfilment of which is eternity.

Lectionary — The official liturgical book of the Church from wdti selected scripture passages are proclaimed
during the Liturgy of the Word. The person whoglaims the word is called a lector or reader.

Lent — This season prepares us for Easter. This is aguetiail season that lasts forty days, beginning\sim

Wednesday and ending before the evening Mass dfdtes Supper on Holy Thursday. The final weekadled
Holy Week.

Liturgical Year — The annual cycle of religious feasts and seasaidahms the context of the Church’s worship.

Advent, the Christmas Season, Lent, the Eastero8easl Ordinary Times, as well as various Feaskda§/, the
Apostles and many other saints.

Liturgy — Based on a Greek word meaning “public work.” fers to the public worship of the Church, including
the Mass, the heart and high point of which isEbeharist, and the Liturgy of the Hours.

Liturgy of the Eucharist — The second major part of the Mass. It includesptieparation of gifts, the Eucharistic
prayer and the Rite of Holy Communion.

Liturgy of the Hours — The public, non-sacramental daily prayer of the€huThe prayer includes standard
prayers, scripture readings and reflections atlegdwurs throughout the day.

Liturgy of the Word — The first part of the Mass where God’s Word is faooed.

Love —Also called charity; it is one of the three theatad virtues. The human longing for God and alss#
commitment to supporting the dignity and humanitplbpeople, because they are created in God'géma

Magisterium - The name given to the official teaching authorityr® Church, whose task is to interpret and
preserve the truths of the Church revealed in Sa8ceipture and Tradition.

Marks of the Church — The name given to four characteristics of the €herch of Jesus Christ: the Church is
one, holy, catholic (universal) and apostolic. Sdhenarks are recited at Mass as part of the NiCeeed.

Martyr — A person who voluntarily suffers death becausei®bhher beliefs. The Church has canonized many
martyrs as saints.

Mass —The Mass is a sacred banquet, like the Last Suppetich bread and wine become Christ's Body and
Blood which we receive in Holy Communion. Througk ministry of the ordained priest, the Holy Spinakes
present at Mass Christ’'s Paschal mystery, His dgimdjrising in which Christ offered to the Fathdomation and
praise to save us from our sins and bring us diNiee

Matrimony; Marriage — An exclusive, permanent and lifelong contract betwva man and a woman in which they
commit themselves to care for each other and torpate and raise children; when the marriage taleee between
two baptized persons, it is recognized as the Samaof Matrimony.

Miracle — A special manifestation or sign of the presencewer of God active in human history.

Morality — Dealing with the goodness or evil of human actituaies and values; involves matters such as right
judgment, decision-making skills, personal freeduomd responsibility.

Moral Law — Assists us in determining what is good or bad. &ants are always wrong, that is, intrinsicallyl,evi
and may never be done, no matter what the inteotiaircumstances.

Mortal Sin — An action contrary to the will of God that resulisa complete separation from God and God'’s grace.
A mortal sin requires three conditions: it mustdlve grave matter; the person must have full keolge that the
act is evil and the person must give full consardammitting the act.

Mysteries of the Rosary -Used for reflection in praying the rosary. They e events of Christ’s life that include
the Joyful, Sorrowful, Glorious and Luminous My#er

Natural Law — Our God-given instinct to be in right relationskifth God, other people, the world and ourselves.

The basis for natural law is our participation iod% wisdom and goodness because we are creatied divine
likeness. Natural law is the foundation for boéigmnal morality and civil norms.
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New Covenant -The new order established by God in Jesus Choisty¢ceed and perfect the Old Covenant. The
New Law or Law of the Gospel is the perfection hamesarth of the divine law, natural and revealedthe New
Testament, Christ established a new and eternaneow through his own sacrificial death and Restioe. This

law of the New Covenant is called a law of loveaag and freedom.

Nicene Creed -The formal statement or profession of faith commigatited during the Eucharist. This creed
resulted from the deliberations of the bishopsiat@ouncils of Nicea (AD 325) and the First Constenple (AD
381). These Councils clarified and defended tlugesuh teachings of the Church about the humanitydivinity of
Christ and the divinity of the Holy Spirit.

Novena —Nine days of prayer, usually invoking the interées®f the Virgin Mary or a saint. The novena #sdts
development to the scriptural nine days of prayeMiary, the Apostles and the disciples asking Ifer gift of the
Holy Spirit after the Ascension of Jesus Chrisb ineaven.

Old Covenant —In the Old Testament, God revealed his law and mesrthrough Moses and prepared his chosen
people, the Israelites, for salvation through theppets.

Original Sin — The sin by which the first human beings disobeyed &nd lost their original holiness and became
subject to death. Original sin is transmittedvterg person born into the world.

Pall — A sacred covering used at a funeral. It is a wtiivgh placed over the casket which recalls theavharment
that the person received at Baptism.

Paschal Candle -The large white candle lit at the Easter Vigil egelr. Itis a symbol of the Resurrection of
Jesus Christ, who dispels the darkness of dedtle. candle is lit for various liturgical celebratsotihroughout the
Church year.

Paschal Mystery —The term given to the process of God’s plan ofa#dn by which God redeemed humanity
from sin in and through Jesus’ life, death, Restiva and Ascension into glory. Christians entgo ithe Paschal
Mystery through sacramental initiation and parétin it by faithfully living out the process ofidg and rising
that is a part of all life.

Penance and Reconciliation Fhis is the sacrament in which sins committed &t&gptism are forgiven. It results
in reconciliation with God and the Church. (Alsderred to as confession, reconciliation, conversind
forgiveness.)

Pentecost -The biblical event following the Resurrection anscAnsion of Jesus when the Holy Spirit came down
upon the disciples. Pentecost is celebrated gtitilrgical year, fifty days after Easter. ThesfiPentecost is often
referred to as the birthday of the Church, wherajhestles publically preached the Good News torsthe

Petition — Type of prayer offered for oneself or the needstbérs.

Pope —The Vicar of Christ and pastor of the Catholic Guthroughout the world. The pope, who servedas t
Bishop of Rome, is successor to St. Peter and bt college of bishops. The pope has the highgbority to
teach, govern and sanctify in the Church. Offititéds for the pope are “Roman Pontiff” and “SupeePontiff.”
He is addressed as “Holy Father.”

Precepts of the Church Laws made by the Church that indicate basic remerds for her members.

Priest — A baptized man ordained through the Sacramentodf Brders. A priest is the second of three degore
“orders” in the Sacrament of Holy Orders, alongwitshop and deacon. The priest is called to seve
community of faith by representing and assistirglifshop in teaching, governing and sanctifyingféignful,
which he does by administering the sacraments egglding over the community’s worship. Priestsegatly
minister within a parish, school or other settinighim a diocese.

Resurrection —The passage of Jesus from death to life “on thid thay” after his Crucifixion; the Resurrection is
the heart of the Paschal Mystery and the basisiohope in the resurrection of the dead.

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults — The pastoral process for initiating new members ihe Church.

Roman Missal —The liturgical book, combining, mainly, the Sacrataey and the Lectionary. The liturgical
restorations of Vatican Il involved separating théso books.

Rosary —A popular devotion to Mary, the Mother of God. Teeitation of the rosary is connected with medatati
on the mysteries of the life of Jesus. These mgsténclude the Joyful, Sorrowful, Glorious ané ttuminous
Mysteries.

Sacramental Signs (Symbol) External ritual by which a sacrament is performed tarough which the distinctive
graces of that sacrament are conferred.

Sacramentals -Sacred signs instituted by the Church such aswatgr and a crucifix. They bear some
resemblance to the sacraments but they do not terguarantee of God'’s grace associated withabmments.

Sacraments -Signs of God'’s grace, instituted by Christ andested to the Church, by which divine life is
dispensed to us. There are seven sacraments.

Sacraments of Healing -The two sacraments that are concerned with théngeal the mind, body and spirit are:
Anointing of the Sick and Penance and Reconcilmatio

Sacraments of Christian Initiation — The three Sacraments of Christian Initiation byckhd non-baptized person
becomes a full member of the Church are: Baptisomfi@nation and the Eucharist.

Sacraments of Service Fwo sacraments that are directed toward the bugldmof the People of God: Holy
Orders and Matrimony.

Sacred Scripture(s) —For Christians, it is the term used for the saavatings found in the Old and New
Testaments that make up the Bible. It is recoghasethe Word of God.

Sacred Tradition —The living transmission of the message of the Glasgithe Church. Tradition began with the
oral communication of the Gospel by the Apostleass written down in the scriptures, is handed domdhlaved out
in the life of the Church and is interpreted by kt@gisterium under the guidance of the Holy Spirit.

Saint —A person who, after having lived a life of virtulies in the state of grace and has been grantegwad of
eternal life by God. The saints enjoy the beatifiton and intercede for those still in earthlglifThey also serve
as a model and inspiration to us.

Salvation —Liberation from sin; eternal union with God in heav Salvation is accomplished by God alone
through the Paschal Mystery — the life, death, Restion and Ascension of Jesus.
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Sanctifying Grace -A supernatural gift of God by which our sins arggfeen and we are made holy. It restores
our friendship with God.

Sanctuary —The part of the Church set apart for the princifiak of worship.
Sanctuary Lamp —A light indicating the reserved presence of Jesuké consecrated host.

Satan— The Evil One, also known as the devil, is anehmgho rebelled against God. Satan is the Prindgesf and
tempted Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden.

Sin —Any deliberate offense, in thought, word or deediagt God. It is a failure in genuine love for Gatl
neighbor.

Social Sin —=The collective effect of sin over time, which cqutsisociety and its institutions. Examples of abci
sins are: racism, sexism and institutionalized ptyve

Stations of the Cross -Depiction of Jesus’ journey to his crucifixion, dean the cross and his Resurrection. The
stations help us reflect on this journey of Jesus.

Stewardship —An attitude that we do not own the gifts God haggius but we are trustees of those gifts. We
have an obligation to share our time, talents aaterial treasures with others.

Tabernacle —A noble repository located in a prominent placa i@atholic church in which the Body and Blood of
Christ are reserved for later use. The presentieedBody and Blood of Christ in the tabernacleften a focus for
adoration and prayer.

Ten Commandments -Norms of moral and/or religious actions given byd@o Moses. Jesus summarized all of
the commandments into two: love God and love yaighbor.

Theological Virtues —The Theological Virtues are faith, hope and charityey relate directly to God and call us
to believe in God, hope in Him and love Him.

Transcendent —Supreme in excellence; beyond human knowledge.

Transfiguration — The mysterious event in which Jesus while speakiitiy Moses and Elijah on the mountain,
was transformed in appearance — in the sight @afrPé&ames and John — as a moment of disclosuhésafivine

glory.

Transubstantiation — This is the name given, in the Eucharist, to th®aof changing the bread and wine into the
Body and Blood of Jesus. By the consecrationsthistance of the bread and wine is changed intsubstance of
Christ’s Body and Blood.

Triduum — The three days of the liturgical year which begithwhe evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy
Thursday and end with evening prayer on Easter 8&und

Trinity — Three persons in one God, the Father, Son andaheSpirit. Each person of the Trinity is reallyca
fully God.

Unity — oneness; harmony; state of being one.

Venial Sin —A less serious offense against the will of God,chidoes not destroy the divine life in the soul,
though it diminishes and wounds it.

Vestments —The special clothing that the clergy wear at Masshiow that the Mass is a special celebration.r& he
are various colors of vestments worn to distingtighseasons of the Church year or the liturgiekdhration.
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Viaticum — The Holy Eucharist when received by a dying peilisdhe spiritual food for one’s passing from this
world to the Father.

Vocation —A call to each person from God, received in Baptisimembrace a life of holiness and eternal life.
Specifically, it refers to a call to live a holydias an ordained minister, as a vowed religioistefsor brother), in
Christian marriage or in a single life.

Vow —A free and conscious commitment made to other perBomarriage, to the Church or to God. Religious
vows, those taken by members of religious congregsibr orders, can include poverty, chastity apedience.

Worship — Adoration of God, expressed publicly in the Chusobfficial liturgy and in other prayers and devaso
